As we begin the spring semester, we want to reaffirm our commitment to maintaining a safe, prepared, and welcoming environment for all members of our campus community. Please take a moment to review the latest safety reminders, updates, and training activity summaries for the new year.
 

Campus Hours & Access

OPEN: 5:30 AM – 11:00 PM
CLOSED: 11:00 PM – 5:30 AM
During closed hours, individuals without authorization will be asked to leave. If you notice after-hours activity that seems unusual, please contact LRPD immediately.


Safety Improvements & Ongoing Efforts

Over the past year, we continued strengthening campus safety through facility upgrades, training, and expanded patrols. Key improvements include:
1. Enhanced patrol presence across high‑traffic zones and academic buildings
1. Updated emergency preparedness tools, including evacuation chairs and Shelter‑in‑Place restroom kits
1. Improved lighting and camera coverage throughout walkways, parking lots, and student areas
1. Vehicle‑restricted access zones supported by bollard installations

CRC Protocol for Requesting an Ambulance

If an ambulance is needed during a medical emergency:
1. One staff member should call 911 immediately.
1. Another staff member should call LRPD Dispatch at (916) 558‑2221 (press “0”).
1. LRPD will coordinate ambulance access to ensure the fastest and safest entry onto campus.
1. Once EMTs arrive on scene, all bystanders should clear the area unless law enforcement or EMT personnel request assistance.
 
Safety Tips for a Strong Start to the Year
1. Stay aware of your surroundings—especially early mornings or late evenings
1. Walk with others when possible and choose well-lit paths
1. Report suspicious or concerning behavior immediately
1. Secure offices, classrooms, and personal belongings when stepping away
1. Keep your keys and access cards with you at all times
